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Jockey’s Profile

Chad Schofield  - Chad Schofield has, for several years, been considered one of the emerging young jockeys in Australian racing. The standing was reinforced by the fact that he made history in winning the Champion Apprentice Jockey title in Sydney during 2011/2012 racing season before being named Champion Apprentice Jockey in Melbourne in the following 2012/2013 racing season. His relocation to Melbourne occurred when Jockey Schofield accepted an offer from leading trainer David Hayes to assume the role as his stable rider when just 18 years of age. Whilst still an Apprentice Jockey and at the age of 19 yrs, Chad Schofield rose to prominence when he combined with the 3yo SHAMUS AWARD to win Australia’s most prestigious weight-for-age event, the 2013 W S Cox Plate (Group 1) at Moonee Valley Racecourse. The following year was to deliver further group 1 success courtesy of outstanding sprinter LANKAN RUPEE in the 2014 Newmarket Handicap at Flemington Racecourse, GO INDY GO in the 2014 Champagne Stakes at Royal Randwick Racecourse and SONNTAG in the 2014 Queensland Derby at Eagle Farm Racecourse. Jockey Schofield also has 4 Group 2 wins and 2 wins at Group 3 level to his credit. His overall career record stands at 272 wins from 2539 race rides at a rate of 10.7%. Jockey Schofield is able to ride at 114 lbs, allowing him to ride at the minimum weight with the allowable overweight.  
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
