Gregory Benoist

Age: 32

Background: Based in France, the Belgian rider has achieved nearly 1000 wins since he started his career in 2000 and consistently occupies a prominent position in the French jockeys’ premiership. So far in 2015 (as of 13/10/2015) he has notched 78 wins at a strike rate of 13%. Benoist claimed his first Group 1 victory on Ectot in the 2013 Criterium International. He notched Classic victories on Avenir Certain in the 2014 G1 Poule d’Eassai des Pouliches and G1 Prix de Diane. He is currently Al Shaqab Racing’s retained jockey in France. His minimum riding weight is 116lb.

Vincent Cheminaud

Age: 21

Background: The young French rider has experienced a rapid rise to prominence since joining the Andre Fabre stable at the start of the current racing season in France. Cheminaud started out as a jumps jockey and was the 2014 French champion in that sphere at age 20. At 19 he partnered Storm Of Saintly to win the 2013 Prix Ferdinand Dufaure steeplechase, his first G1 success, and one year later he guided the same horse to victory in France’s premier steeplechase, the G1 Grand Steeple-Chase de Paris. In all, he has won five G1 races in his relatively brief jumps career. Since joining the Andre Fabre stable and turning his focus to the Flat, Cheminaud has formed a highly successful association with New Bay, claiming a first G1 Flat win, and first Classic success, in the 2015 Prix du Jockey Club. Cheminaud’s minimum riding weight is 117lb.

Ryan Moore 

Age: 32

Background: Ryan Moore has been the outstanding international rider in recent years and he was crowned the first winner of the LONGINES World’s Best Jockey Award as a result of a remarkable 15 G1 wins in 2014. Moore hails from a racing family - his grandfather Charlie Moore was a trainer, his father Gary is a trainer, his mother Jayne was an amateur rider, his brothers Jamie and Josh are talented Jump jockeys and his sister Hayley is an accomplished amateur rider. His first win came for his father on Mersey Beat over hurdles at Towcester in May, 2000. He soon switched to Flat racing and his first professional win came on Marwell’s Kiss at Lingfield in January, 2002. He notched a first Group 1 aboard Notnowcato in the 2006 Juddmonte International Stakes at York and he has since taken his G1-winning tally to 60 in 10 different countries, the most recent being aboard the Aidan O’Brien-trained Air Force Blue in the 2015 Dewhurst Stakes. With over 2000 careers wins to his credit Moore has won some of the worlds’ foremost races including the Prix de le Arc de Triomphe, the English Derby, the Japan Cup, the Breeders’ Cup Turf and the Melbourne Cup. His minimum riding weight is 121lb.
