The Riding High Together Festival, which is being held at Sha Tin Racecourse and Penfold Park during Easter, is the Club’s annual flagship community event. The Club is a strong supporter of arts and culture in Hong Kong and to encourage everyone to unleash their creativity, this year’s Riding High Together Festival is themed “Let’s Kindle Our Creativity”. The Festival will feature over 70 “edutainment” games and activities in ten zones arranged around five themes and suitable for people of all ages. 
The five themes are as follows:
1) Horse Encounters: Rare chance for a close encounter with horses
Penfold Park will function as an equestrian centre during the Festival, enabling visitors to get up close and personal with horses.
· Equestrian demonstrations: Hong Kong’s equestrian athletes will demonstrate show jumping and cross-country riding while a dressage show feature four pairs of horses and riders in a synchronised routine set to music.
· Photo with Shetland ponies: Parents and children can pose for pictures next to the Club’s adorable Shetland ponies.
· Pony rides for kids:  A chance for kids to get a taste of riding. (All pony-ride passes will be distributed through lucky draw prior to the Festival. No passes will be available on-site. Please join the lucky draw before 31 March. Details are available on the event website www.hkjc.com/rht.)
· Grooming and horse care demonstrations 
2) Inspiration & Fun: Be inspired to get creative and see things from a different perspective.
· Virtual World: A new attraction. Festival goers can immerse themselves in virtual reality (VR) and expand their creative horizons through participating in four VR games, “The Night Cafe: An Immerse Tribute to Vincent van Gogh”, “Tilt Brush by Google”, “Audioshield” and “Hat Trick Header”.
